Landscaping options at proposed development site 

Proposed landscaping would occur on a limited scale throughout the proposed development. Therefore, choice of flora to be utilised at the 
proposed development is also limited. 

Flora listed in this document share characteristics that may make them suitable choices for landscaping at the proposed development site, 
including: 

 Tolerance of a wide range of environmental conditions, including coastal soils that may be slightly saline and nutritionally poor; 

 Supplying key habitat and food resources for local fauna throughout the southern Eyre Peninsula region; 

 Indigenous to the southern Eyre Peninsula region; and 

 Generally considered to have low maintenance requirements. 

Different floral strata levels have been included in this document. Including more than one strata level (e.g. groundcovers, grasses and 
shrubs) would increase the value of the landscaping effort in terms of habitat value (however minor) and visual amenity. 
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
